How to Study for Mr. Coleman’s Class
This approach works best when all steps are followed.

Skip steps only after you've tried it for a few chapters.

· Step 1:  Make Flash Cards

· On three-by-five cards boldly list each of the chapter's key words.

· These vocabulary words are found at the end of each chapter.

By filling out flash cards students make a commitment to study this specific chapter in an organized fashion
· Step 2:  Read the Assigned Chapter

· On the back of the Flash Cards define the vocabulary terms as you come across them in your reading. These words in found in bold type.  

· These definitions can be paraphrased.

· When you reach the Section Review Questions SRQ's Stop and answer these questions on a sheet of paper.

· Continue until you reach the end of the chapter

The chapter is conveniently broken up into easily read sections. The reading level of the text is for that of an average seventh grader, but for some the language and concepts may prove hard to understand.

With so many new terms it may seem at time like learning a new language. This is why I suggest the use of flash cards.
· Step 3: Answer the Section Review Questions SRQ's

· Neatly answer with complete sentences

· These SRQ questions will be collected and reviewed the day before the chapter test

These questions will test what you have just read. They are a good guide to a student's understanding of facts and concepts.
· Step 4: Complete and turn in daily work and homework

· Neatly complete and turn in worksheets, activities, labs and/or any other daily work not finished in class

· Neatly complete and turn in assignments that were specifically assigned as homework

Daily work not turned in, turned in late and/or done poorly is one of the major causes of student failures.
· Step 5: Study and review for chapter tests

· Review flash cards

· Complete and review Test Study Guide

A Test Study Guide is passed out a day or two before each test, reviewed in class the day before the test, turned in on the day of the test.
